By Walking by the Spirit (vv. 16-17)

Walking by the Spirit means daily, intentional dependence on
Him

Life in the Spirit is in direct opposition to life in the flesh
Flesh and Spirit are in constant conflict—there is no middle
ground

Whoever is not guided by the Spirit will be ruled by the flesh
We cannot serve two masters (Matthew 6:24)

The Word of God is the sword of the Spirit (Ephesians 6:17)
Walking by the Spirit is grounded in God’s truth, not feelings
True freedom is willingly doing God’s will as revealed in His
Word
